BOYS & GIRLS CLUBS’ OPEN DOOR POLICY

The Club has an Open Door Policy, which allows Club members to come and go as they (or their Parents) see fit.

A parent/guardian/relative of a member may request in writing that his or her child have an adult sign-out.  When this written request is received, staff will make reasonable efforts to comply with the request.  Given the Club’s Open Door Policy and the number of children at the Club at any given time, however, it is not possible to monitor the departure of each member.   IT IS THE RESPONSIBILITY OF THE PARENT/GUARDIAN/RELEATIVE TO COMMUNICATE TO HIS OR HER CHILD EXCPECTATIONS RELATIVE TO REMAINING AT THE CLUB UNTIL SIGNED-OUT OR PICKED UP BY A DESIGNATED ADULT.  MEMBERS WHO LEAVE THE CLUB IN VIOLATION OF A WRITTEN ADULT SIGN-OUT REQUEST MAY BE SUBJECT TO SUSPENSION.

BOYS & GIRLS CLUBS’ SUSPENSION POLICY

When a child’s behavior warrants suspension from the Club for the duration of the day or longer, the Director will attempt to speak to a parent/guardian/relative by telephone or in person as soon as possible to inform them of the circumstances and the length of suspension.  The Director is to make a written notation of the time and date of contact or attempt to contact a parent/guardian/relative.  A reasonable effort will be made to keep the suspended member in the Club until a parent/guardian/relative picks up the suspended member.  However, a suspended member may be asked to leave the Club property before a parent/guardian/relative arrives if it is determined that keeping this member at the Club may be detrimental to other members or staff.  Staff is not obligated to physically restrain a member from leaving the property.

BOYS & GIRLS CLUBS’ NOTIFICATION POLICY

A parent/guardian/relative of each member will be notified in writing of the Open Door Policy and the Suspension Policy.  A form allowing a parent/guardian/relative to request in writing that the child have an adult sign-out will be provided.  The form will also have space for a parent/guardian/relative to provide telephone numbers where he or she can be reached in case of suspension or emergency.

BOYS & GIRLS CLUBS’ APPROPRIATE DRESS PRACTICE 

Members are expected to adhere to standards of dress and appearance that are compatible with the Dress Code Policy of Oak Ridge School System. A copy of this policy can be found on-line at www.ortn.edu. Club staff shall exercise appropriate discretion in implementing this practice. Appearance or clothing that is disruptive, provocative, revealing, profane or offensive is prohibited.  Staff will ask members to change his or her dress to reflect the Dress Code and the mission of the organization. A second or repeated violation of this practice may result in suspension or they will lose the ability to participate in Club programs.
